Eucharistic Adoration:

Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament takes place every
Wednesday and Friday in the Blessed Sacrament Church
from after the 10.00am morning Mass until 7. 00p.m If you
are willing to give some of your time to this devotional
prayer, we ask you to sign the schedule which is located on
a table at the rear of the sanctuary area in the main church.

Advent Prayer is a time of expectation and hope. “Advent” means
“arrival” or “coming,” and it prompts us to pause each day in December and
remember why Jesus came at Christmas. Traditions vary by country, but
common ways of commemorating Jesus’ birth are through Advent calendars,
wreaths, and candles. Ideally, any Advent tradition should involve families in
a fun activity each day of December, helping them remember why we
celebrate Christmas.

Virgin Mary, at mid-night in a stable in
Bethlehem in the piercing cold.

Blessed Carlo Acutis: Carlo Acutis has been descrlbed as a Saint for all teenagers.
Carlo was an English-born Italian, born on the 3™ of May 1991. He died on the

12™ October 2006 from leukemia. He is best remembered for documenting Eucharistic
miracles around the world and cataloguing them on to a website which he created
before his death in 2006. Pope Francis beatified Carlos in 2019. He is buried in Assisi,
Italy. An exhibition of the life of Carlo Acutis and Eucharistic Miracles is continuing at
St Saviour’s Dominican Church, Limerick until the 30th of November.
